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4. El Ganzo Hotel — La Playita

This gem of a hotel is located just outside Puerto Los Cabos, in La Playita. At the mouth of the
marina, El Ganzo Hotel sits brazenly towards the western sunset withan infinity pool overlooking
the marina and the Sea of Cortez. Stunning views, delicious cocktails, and tasty tacos are a standard
when visiting here.

5. Pescadito Break — Los Cabos corridor
